Findings from the school questionnaire of 20 April consultation:  15 completed
Most of the questions will have responses that we would expect. The school appears to be well managed, and the poll was meaningful and well intentioned. There were some conflicts between answers (and contradictions were evident) but as an "independent" person, not knowing any of the individuals taking part, I would say it was a fair poll. 
Question 5. Almost unanimous support for keeping the school the same size in 2025, with only 3 subscribing to a larger school.
Question 6. Re moving the school from the current site. The majority seemed  in favour of keeping it in situ, with only one person saying it should definitely be moved to Bells Field. 
I take one thing above all others from this exercise, and what came out most strongly was the answer to question 4 - What would you like for our school in the future? 
I chose a heading "parental considerations", which fell out of the answers, and under this heading, the majority thought that longer days were merited. Working parents are feeling the strain of abiding by the drop off and pick up times, and pre and post school care appeared to be in demand.  I attach the answers below;
Parental considerations
1. Longer days to suit a dual parent working environment 

2. Option of after school care to enable parents to combine work & childcare more easily 

3. Longer school day to cover working day. 

4. More work on-line and more focus on lifestyle and health as children spend more of their day at school. 

5. Longer school days to include more sport 

6. Structure the term times to reflect the private schools and remove the differences 

7. If the cost of living continues to require dual earnings, then a more comprehensive full week (at school is required) 

8. Longer days 

9. Start earlier – finish earlier – same number of hours 

10. Longer days & longer half terms 

11. Retain long summer holidays
This again came through under "Further ideas" at the end of the questionnaire where three comments were made;
1. A comprehensive after schools facility. This would be organised by the school, but not serviced by the teachers, chargeable to parents at a rate that is profitable to pay for qualified outside help. This would be simply to play games, dressing up, play outside, just one big play group. An outstanding Ofsted school with pre and post school care would be ideal for most families. You could also minibus in from surrounding schools such as Longparish and Vernham Dean 

2. No pre-school in the village has been a big problem – would be a definite boost to the village and school 

3. Before & after school care, and holiday care are vital for parents to be able to work and support their family. It would be ideal if this was provided at school because private care is not easy to find unless people who have relatives who can help.
